All vendors intending to submit a proposal shall submit a signed letter to arrive at DPW via email to(cindy.angelos@milwaukee.gov) or by US mail to the address below by 4:00 PM (CDT) on Monday, June 20, 2011, certifying their intent to submit a proposal and their intent to attend mandatory pre-proposal conference.  The letter and/or email must include the contact name and title, the organization name, the physical address, telephone number, fax number and email address of the contact.  A mandatory pre-proposal conference has been scheduled for Wednesday, June 22, 2011 at 10:00 AM (CDT).

Vendors are responsible for verifying the receipt of any such communications.  Vendors may also submit questions in writing or orally at the pre-proposal conference.  Oral responses will be provided if the information is available at the conference.  If the Commissioner of Public Works identifies inquiries that require clarification or questions of general interest requiring written answers, these answers will be prepared and circulated in writing after the pre-proposal conference to all vendors attending the conference.  No questions will be permitted after 4:00 PM (CDT) on Monday, June 27, 2011, so that all responses can be prepared and made available to all vendors by no later than July 5, 2011.  Only written responses and/or addenda will be binding upon the City.
If it is necessary to revise any part of this request for proposals or otherwise provide additional information, an addendum will be issued by the City and furnished to only and all vendors who have obtained copies of the original proposal forms and specifications.

It is the responsibility of the Proposer, prior to submitting a response to the RFP, to determine whether all necessary documentation, forms, and addenda have been received.  All forms and addenda must accompany proposal submittal to the RFP. Failure to include any required forms and/or addenda may result in rejection of proposals
