All work started shall be completed, including pavement restoration, by November 20, 2015 for asphalt pavement and by December 18, 2015 for concrete pavement.  No work shall be performed between December 21, 2015 and March 11, 2016.  All remaining work shall be completed, including pavement restoration, by May 27, 2016.
