For general questions call 414-286-3314.  A $10.00 per set additional non-refundable fee is required to obtain bid documents by mail.  Plans are sent via U.S. mail unless other arrangements are made by the proposer. Proposers should read the RFP including all Appendices, and all the applicable legal and policy compliance issues
All firms intending to submit a proposal shall attend a mandatory pre-proposal site visit on December 6, 2011 at 2725 W. Hopkins St., Gate #2 at 9:00 a.m.  Please note, anyone attending the pre-proposal site visit should have steel tipped boots, hard hat, safety glasses, and a reflective vest. Only firms that attend the pre-proposal site visit will be considered for the RFP.

Firms are responsible for verifying the receipt of any such communications.  Firms may also submit questions in writing or orally at the pre-proposal conference.  Questions/answers and any other items will be provided in an addendum to be sent to all plan holders on December 13, 2011.   No questions will be permitted after12:00 PM (CDT) on December 9, 2011, so that all responses can be prepared and made available to all vendors by no later than December 13, 2011.  Only written responses and/or addenda will be binding upon the City.
If it is necessary to revise any part of this RFP or otherwise provide additional information, an addendum will be issued by the City and furnished to only and all vendors who have obtained copies of the original proposal forms and specifications.

It is the responsibility of the firm, prior to submitting a response to the RFP, to determine whether all necessary documentation, forms, and addenda have been received.  All forms and addenda must accompany proposal submittal to the RFP. Failure to include any required forms and/or addenda may result in rejection of proposals
