Sealed bids will be opened on Tuesday, January 17, 2012 at 10:30 A.M. for 2012 SANITARY MANHOLE, SEWER STRUCTURES AND CITY UNDERGROUND CONDUIT (CUC) MANHOLE INSPECTION as follows:

PROJECT NO. 1:  Sanitary Manhole Inspection, Sewer Structures Inspection and City Underground Conduit Manhole Inspection at various locations throughout the City of Milwaukee.

Time for Completion:
         For all sanitary manholes that are part of the 2012 sanitary manhole inspection program, the contractor shall submit approximately 50% of the inspection results by June 1, 2012. All work on sanitary manholes portion of the contract shall be completed by September 3, 2012.


For all sewer structures that are part of the sewer structures inspection portion of the contract, the contractor shall complete all work within fifteen (15) business days of receiving the plans showing the sewer structures to be inspected or within the time frame specified at the time of pick-up. This inspection work shall be executed on an as-needed basis and all work shall be completed by December 26, 2012.  


For all city underground conduit manholes, submitted as part of the city underground conduit manhole inspection portion of the contract, the contractor shall submit 100% of the inspection results of the approximately 200 manholes on the list supplied initially at the start of the contract by May 31, 2012.  Lists of additional manholes to be inspected will be supplied periodically during the course of the contract. All work shall be completed by December 31, 2012.  
Liquidated Damages, per diem:  $150
The EBE requirement for this project is 3.24% of the contract base bid.

The residency requirement for this project is 40% of all hours worked on the project.

Qualifying State of Wisconsin MBE and WBE firms are encouraged to submit bids as prime contractors for this contract.  Prime contractors are encouraged to advertise for subcontractors with an ad that includes a statement like, "MBEs and WBEs are encouraged to submit proposals".  Firms certified as Emerging Business Enterprises (EBE) by the City of Milwaukee shall count toward meeting the contract's minimum EBE requirements."
