Q:
North 43’rd St. (B-40-561)  The RFP doesn’t say that any hydraulic information is available so I assume collection of the channel data will be a part of the scope.   The RFP literature states that this bridge cannot be safely inspected by probing; however, this bridge is not included on the underwater inspection list.  Does the City wish to have an underwater inspection performed on this bridge in addition to the hydraulic analysis?
A:
Clarification for Bridge 227 (South 43rd Street):
 
An underwater inspection will be required for Bridge 227 (South 43rd Street), due to scour near the abutment making wading in the river unfeasible.  This addition changes the number of bridges for dive inspections from 31 to 32.
· Current hydraulic information is not available for Bridge 227 (South 43rd Street).  Collection of the channel data is part of the scope of the project.
Q:
West Becher St. (P-40-794)  This bridge is included on the underwater inspection list.  The RFP states that streambed profile and hydraulic information can be provided by the City of Milwaukee.  While the consultant would be able to obtain/check any channel information while performing the underwater inspection, would it be possible to obtain this information prior to proposal submission so we can determine what information already exists?
